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 SURPLUS LINES CERTIFICATES
	1.0 Purpose

	HRS 431:8-306 requires the name and address of the surplus lines broker who procured the policy to be shown on the policy and any other evidence of insurance as well as the wording stating the insurer is not licensed.  This procedure is to ensure compliance with this statute.

	2.0 Scope

	Applies to all policies placed with a non-admitted insurer.

	3.0 Policy

	All surplus lines insurance policies and any certificates issued must have stamped or written conspicuously on the first page of the contract:
1. The name, address and license number of the broker who placed the policy with the insurer and
2. “This insurance contract is issued by an insurer which is not licensed by the State of Hawaii and is not subject to its regulation or examination.  If the insurer is found insolvent, claims under this contract are not covered by any guaranty fund of the State of Hawaii.”

Atlas uses licensed surplus lines brokers to access non-admitted insurers.  The name, address and license number of the broker used to procure the policy, not Atlas’, is used to properly meet the statutory requirement.
